Concept Analysis in 
Nursing is a fresh and challenging book written by a 
philosopher interested in nursing. It will appeal to 
researchers and postgraduate students in the areas of 
nursing, health, philosophy and linguistics. It will also 
interest those familiar with the author’s previous book,
‘Phenomenology as Qualitative Research’.
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
